The Amateur will then be called to the 
line up and the professional will then mount and finish the class the second way of the ring at a 
walk, trot/jog & canter/lope.  To be judged on performance, presence, quality, type and manners. 

 
99. Open English Pleasure Horse Championship  (32,43,50) ** 
        To be shown at a walk, trot & canter both ways of the ring.  Loose rein on command of judge 

only, but without loss of contact.  Will be required to back.  Shall be judged on manners, 
performance and quality, in that order.  All horses shall be judged on their respective merits 
regardless of type. 

 
 
101. $100 added Open Costume**  – Open to all breeds, Horses and Ponies. To be shown at a walk 

and trot.  Excessive speed is to be penalized.  Exhibitors may be asked to halt & stand quietly on 
the rail.  Light hand contact must be maintained.  Exhibitors may show individually or in groups 
up to 5.  Must be shown in a bridle or bosal. All saddles, sidesaddles, girths are permissible. 
Entry should display the horse & rider in an authentic costume within time period of choice or in 
any creative costume of choice. Exhibitors should dress in a manner consistent with their 
turnout. It will be at the Judges discretion to decide if a Costume is unsafe & cause for 
elimination. No walkers are allowed. Flags, bards and banners are permitted.  To be judged on 
authenticity to period, creativity, suitability of costume to horse and rider and manners.  

 
61.   Open Liberty** :  Horses to be judged on movement ,style, type, and quality.  Consideration is to 

be given to how the horse performed during his exhibition.  Horses willing to “show off” and keep 
moving with moderate encouragement from the exhibitor and helper are preferred over those that 
need constant pushing from the exhibitor and helper.  The horse should give the impression that 
he/she is enjoying their Liberty class time, not so much that he/she is being forced to perform.  
Competitors will provide a CD with music selection to the show secretary upon check-in, labeled 
with horse’s name. Music runs for 90 seconds and handler has 2 minutes after music stops to ‘in-
hand’ the horse.  Only horses 3 years of age and older are permitted in the Liberty class.  
This class is limited to the first 10 exhibitors wh o enter.  NO FRIESIANS ARE ALLOWED IN 
OPEN LIBERTY. 

 
 

 
 
106. Concourse de Elegance**   
      The essence of the class is the word “elegance”. The winner will be the turnout which in the 

opinion of the judge presents the most elegant effect utilizing modern day attire. Period 
costumes are prohibited . This will include vehicle, harness, appointments, horses, driver, 
passengers, grooms, etc., but above all general impression is most important. Vehicle and 
harness will be inspected to insure thoughtful restoration, cleanliness and maintenance. Attention 
will be paid to personal appearance of the driver, grooms and passengers as it contributes to the 
overall picture. Performance will not be judged unless it detracts from the elegance of the turnout.  
2 or 4 Wheel Carts are permitted. 

 
201. Open Trail in Hand**   Course to include 6 – 8 obstacles and will include a walk and trot or jog 

of suitable duration to determine the way of going.  Horses may be shown in either a halter or a 
bridle suitable to discipline. Horses under 2 MUST be shown in a halter.  No chains are allowed 
on leads of any horse. No whips are allowed.  To be judged on performance, manners, way of 
going.  Horses are to be penalized for any unnecessary delay while approaching obstacle.  
Horses shall be eliminated if the judge deems their behavior as dangerous to the handler OR if 
the horse is OFF Course. Only 1 handler is allowed. 

 
 
202. Open Trail Under Saddle**  - Trail horses are required to work over and through obstacles on a 

reasonably light contact to the mouth without undue restraint.  Horse may be shown in any 
discipline, but a saddle and bridle MUST be used.  Course to include 6 – 8 obstacles and will 
include trot/jog or canter/lope of suitable duration to determine the way of going.  No whips are 
allowed.  Horse will be evaluated on responsiveness, willingness and general attitude.  To be 
judged on performance, manners, way of going, and conformation.  Horses are to be penalized 
for any unnecessary delay while approaching obstacle.  Horse and rider shall be eliminated if the 
horse is OFF Course.

MHC PLEASURE CLASSICS 
Open to horses and ponies 

Not NEHC Rated 
These pleasure classics will quality riders for the  “Classic Event” (finals) to be held at the end 

of the season.  Riders do not have to be MHC member s to compete in the pleasure 
classics.  Riders who place 1-6 in each Classic wil l be invited to ride in the finals.   

 
24.  MHC Western Classic Horses/ponies to be shown in proper Western tack with 
       no limitations as to status of rider. To be judged on performance, quality, manners, and 

suitability. To be shown at a walk, trot/jog or alternative gait, and canter or lope. Judge may ask 
for an extension of any gait and may repeat a gait at their discretion. Judge will walk the line and 
ask all horses to back. Entrants do not have to be members of MHC to compete in this class. 
JUDGE(S) WILL PIN EIGHT (8) PLACES. 

 
25.  MHC Saddle Seat Pleasure Classic Horses/ponies shall be shown in a full bridle and flat 

English-type saddle with no limitations as to status of rider. Martingales or tie-downs are 
prohibited. Horses to be ridden at a walk, trot, and canter both ways of the ring. Judge may ask 
for an extension at the trot. To be judged on manners, performance, and substance. Entrants do 
not have to be members of MHC to compete in this class. Judge will walk the line and ask all 
horses to back. JUDGE(S) WILL PIN EIGHT (8) PLACES.  

 
79. MHC Hunter Pleasure Classic Open to horses/ponies of a hunter type ordinarily 
     used for pleasure purposes with no limitations as to status of rider. To be shown 
     at a walk, trot, and canter both ways of the ring. Light contact with the horse’s mouth is required. 
     To be judged on manners, performance, quality, presence, substance, and soundness. Judge will  
     walk the line and ask all horses to back.    Entrants do not have to be members of MHC to 
      compete in this class.
